The Proteomics group, headed by Prof. Kris Gevaert and Prof. Joël Vandekerckhove, has developed a gel-free peptide-centric proteomics technology platform called COmbined FRActional DIagonal Chromatography (COFRADIC). This technique allows sorting of subsets of peptides, thereby reducing the complexity of the peptide mixture to only relevant peptides. COFRADIC was successfully used in global protein processing analysis and in the selection of post-translationally modified peptides. For relevant papers see www.proteomics.be.

The group disposes of state-of-the-art instrumentation and intends to keep a leading role in the field of proteomics.

The project includes:

· global analysis of regulation of protein expression after gene knock-out

· global protein cleavage analysis by caspases and MMP’s

· drug-protein interaction studies

· secretome analysis

· proteome analysis of xenografts

For these studies we seek for a scientist with a cell-biology / molecular biology background and for a scientist with a chemical background.

The position is for a four year period, with evaluation two years after the start at January 1st, 2007.
The lab is a joint venture of VIB (Flanders Institute for Biotechnology) and Ghent University. Ghent is a beautiful historical city, located in the centre of Flanders with numerous student activities.
