1. Minutes of the General Assembly, August 29, 2005, in Munich
The minutes were approved.
2. Statutes
Starting from the draft proposal provided by C. Kleinhammer a revised version of the statutes was created which is attached. There was a vote without objection, that EuPA shall be founded as a German e. V. with its statuary location in Munich/Martinsried. The “European Society” as a legal entity does not exist yet.
There was a vote on the re-electability of EuPA officers:


a) EuPA officers can be re-elected for one consecutive term
b) EuPA officers cannot be re-elected after their 3-year term for the same post

Votes for a: 1; votes for b: 11

It was decided to establish a new committee that shall deal with the interactions between EuPA and European organisations. Mathias Uhlen shall be asked to initiate and manage this committee.
3. Operation Committee Plans
Each of the present Coordinators presented her/his proposal for personal composition and activities of the respective Operation Committee (OC). These presentations have been sent out already or will be distributed separately.
3.1. EuPA-HUPO Interactions (Mike Dunn)

An important issue with HUPO comes up when they want money. EuPA has the position that no fees will be paid to HUPO if an approach should be followed to request a compulsatory/mandatory membership. On the other hand, HUPO benefits from the EuPA organisation as a central communication platform for their messages. This platform is of outstanding value for coordinated standardization campaigns. “EuPA is the network platform for HUPO.” 

A link should be established between the Education and Communication committees of HUPO and the corresponding EuPA Committees.

The composition of the EuPA-HUPO-interaction OC was approved by the GC without any objection.
3.2 Education (Concha Gil, Garry Corthals, Juan Pablo Albar)

One main task is seen in the coordination of the EuPA Education Committee with HUPO. The Education Committee is organized in several working groups. The Education Committee meets every month, Working groups every one to two weeks. One of the first seminars which the Education Committee will initiate is a course on Phosphoproteomics in early 2006.

An important objective is to achieve that PDF-files with important working procedures are presented in the non-subscription area of the web pages of the 3 major journals. 
F. Lottspeich mentions the DGPF-Summerschool and offered that it is from this year on open for EuPA members too. He expects that some supporting money will come from EU-programs (e.g. Era-Networks).

The composition of the Education OC was approved by the GC without any objection.
3.3. Congress & Communication Committee (Jean-Charles Sanchez, Dimitrios Noukakis)
Initially, a report was given by D. Noukakis on the proposal of the CCC to install a EuPA controlled journal. The main crucial point is that existing journals are not interested (due to commercial and quality aspects) to publish conference proceedings. With arguments from GC members against this proposal (e.g., how to select appropriate meetings; congress proceedings lower the impact factor; risk of selecting secondary papers) the discussion remained controversial. D. Noukakis presented the central issues of the so far negotiated deal with Elsevier and asked the GC for approval to continue with the evaluation of different publishers with these criteria as a frame. This approval was given by the GC. Wiley-VCH offers to give unrestricted online access to EuPA members for 90 € per year. The Congress & Communication Committee (CCC) will handle this further.

EuPA Meetings: For 2006 there is no application. The Siena conference shall be taken to allocate the annual GC. 
In 2007 there are now 2 applications: Finland (new) and Valencia which was prepared before. 
This competition will be resolved by electronic voting on the basis of the material of both applications which will be distributed to the GC. Klh will organize this voting
.


As to 2008, the GC decided to follow the HUPO decision on their conference site in that year. Decision will be made in Siena. 

For 2009, the application of Portugal/Estoril is on the table. Decision will be made in Siena. 

There was a debate if there should be just one EuPA conference per year until 2008 in order to create a better visibility for this conference compared with a dilution in case of several EuPA conferences in the same year. In later years it might be different especially in view of the fact that EuPA has 16 members who all should have the chance to host a EuPA conference during their active time. The issue was not finally resolved and remains an open activity for the CCC.
